WHAT IS BULLYING?

Bullying is when a learner sets out to deliberately upset another learner either once or repetitively. The bully make act on their own or part of a group of bullies. Forms of abuse used by bullies includes:

· Name-calling and teasing
· Picking on others
· Mocking others
· Threats and intimidation
· Hurting physically
· Extortion (taking things away)
· Damaging property or belongings
· Spreading horrible rumours or stories
· Deliberate exclusion from games and activities
· Deliberately excluding, avoiding or ignoring others
· Cyberbullying (using internet or social media to torment, threaten or humiliate)

RESONSIBLITIES OF LEARNERS

EXPECTATIONS AND CONDUCT 

Boost Academy expects a very high standard of behaviour and good conduct at all times. To this end we adopt an absolutely zero-tolerance to bullying policy, and by signing this policy it constitutes a first writing warning for the learner.


DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURE

Should any learner be found guilty of any form of bullying as cited in this policy, they will be called in for a disciplinary hearing which will result in punishment depending on the severity as well as the frequency of the incident/s.

Punishment can take the form of:

· Detention, either after school or during break
· Suspension from school activities such as enrichment and camps.
· Suspension from school for a period up to 2 weeks.
· Expulsion from the school for repeated offences.
